HOLY WEEK - PASCHAL TRIDUUM
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Holy Week is the week prior to Easter, beginning on Palm Sunday, the day we remember Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem.  This week celebrates the final days of Jesus’ life which culminates with Easter Sunday, the feast of Jesus’ resurrection.  The final three days of Holy Week are called the Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy Saturday).  

On Holy Thursday morning, a Chrism Mass is held in each diocese.  During this Mass, the bishop consecrates the oils used for baptism, confirmation, holy orders and the anointing of the sick.  Later that day, we commemorate the Lord’s Supper with a special Mass that recreates the scene of Christ washing the disciples’ feet and his mandate that we should love one another as he loves us.  


Good Friday, a day of fasting, we commemorate Jesus’ crucifixion and death.  We participate in the Veneration of the Cross.


On Holy Saturday, we recall Jesus’ time in the tomb and the despair of his followers.  Saturday evening, we begin the great Easter Vigil; the waters of baptism are blessed through which new members are initiated into the Church.


Let us celebrate this week and rejoice!
