Inclement Weather and School Cancellation
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The decision to close St. Paul School will be  made independently of any one 
public school district. The announcement will be made via SPS EMAIL NEWS, WHBC 
and the local TV stations. This year North Canton City Schools, Jackson Local Schools 
and Lake Local Schools, all feeders into St. Paul School, are instituting a delayed start in addition 

to the option of closing.  Plain Local and Canton City, also feeder systems, 

do NOT have a delayed option. With the new state mandate of only three 

snow days available, St. Paul School may opt to have a delayed start. 
A delayed start means that St. Paul School's starting time and early arrival 

times would be delayed two hours. For example the tardy bell would ring at 9:50 a.m. 

with early arrival at 9:00 a.m. Students would not be accommodated earlier than 

those times. If St. Paul School uses a delayed start, those students residing in North 
Canton, Jackson and Lake systems will have bus transportation to and from St. Paul School. 
Students residing in Plain Local and Canton City, if closed, will NOT have 

bus transportation and parents would have to provide it for them. If you 

would be unable to provide transportation for your child, he/she would be 

considered absent for that day. 

Update on 12/14/2010....The public school systems who will possibly use a delayed start... 

North Canton, Lake, and Jackson...have indicated they will use their three 

inclement weather days and close schools before they begin using delayed 

starts.  If St. Paul does take advantage of a delayed start, please be aware
