HOT LUNCH NEWS

Dear Parents,
We hope everyone had a wonderful summer.  It is hard to believe that we are back in school already!

Hot Lunch will begin on Wednesday, September 7th.  It will be served on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays in the church social hall.  We are STILL IN NEED of volunteers to work hot lunch!!!   Please consider volunteering several hours of your time each month to help our students.  It is a great way to meet other parents, see your child(ren) during the school day and find out what is happening at the school. **This year will be the sixth and final year that we will be running the hot lunch program.  We are looking for several parents to take over as hot lunch coordinators.  We would like to “train” the new coordinators on the program throughout this year to allow for a smooth transition into the following school year. All lunches are served in child or adult portions. Prices for each meal are listed on the menus and are based upon the size of the meal selected.  Portion sizes for each meal and serving are also listed on the menu.
We will once again offer the optional “Pre-Order Plan” whereby parents can select and pay for a hot lunch meal plan for each child and not have to worry about completing a menu and sending a check each month.  The plan has the following options:

All Child Meals:  Your child will receive a child portion of each hot lunch meal for the entire school year.

All Child Meals w/ Adult Pizza:  Your child will receive a child portion of each hot lunch meal for the entire school year.  When the meal is pizza or pepperoni rolls, your child will receive an Adult portion.

All Adult Meals:  Your child will receive an adult portion of each hot lunch meal for the entire school year.

Payment options include paying in full on the initial due date, two equal payments or four equal payments.    Please see the plan order form for pricing and payment due dates.  
THE PRE-ORDER PLAN IS COMPLETELY OPTIONAL!  There are some families that have one child on the plan because he/she always gets lunch and another child who does not.  

The September hot lunch menu is due back to school no later than Monday, August 29th.  This is also the due date for the “Pre-Order Plan” forms.  Menus received after that date will be returned!
Hot Lunch Reminders:

1.  There is a due date on each menu.  Menus that are turned in after the due date will be returned.  The menus are posted online at www.stpaulschoolncanton.org if you are not able to locate the copy that was sent home with your child.  

2. Payment for lunches is due at the time the menu is turned in to the school.  You may write one check for all of your children’s lunches, but please turn in a separate menu for each student.  There is NO CREDIT issued when your child is sick, on a field trip, vacation, etc.  We have the food ordered weeks in advance and therefore, a refund/credit is not possible.  The teachers are reminded to tell you when there are field trips scheduled so you can refrain from ordering on that day.  
3. Please use one menu per child.  We strive to be as accurate as possible and trying to figure out multiple orders on the same menu is difficult.

4. To order a meal, simply place an “X” on the line next to the portion size you are ordering.  If you do not want a meal, please leave the lines blank.
5. Please remember to put your child’s first and last name on the menu as well as the homeroom teacher’s name.  Unfortunately, each month there is at least one menu returned without a name on it.   

6. Please remind your child(ren) what size meal you have ordered for them.  Many students tell the lunch volunteers that they “think” they should get an “adult” meal instead of a “child” meal.  The volunteers must then take time to look up the student’s order which can slow down the line.  Also, please remind your child to take care of his/her lunch card.  The cards are laminated and expensive. 
We are well aware of food allergies.  Please let us know if your child has a food allergy.  An alert form is available from our school nurse, Mrs. Stacy Remark.  The forms are kept in the office in case of an emergency.  We do, however, strongly suggest that you refrain from ordering a meal that MAY contain an allergen food item.
